1. Team may start and continue with four (4) registered players, but may not start, or continue, with less than 4 players.

2. Each team should report to the office desk 15 minutes before the game time. 10 minutes after the game time is forfeit time.

3. All games have 4 quarters with 10-minute each quarter. Except time out, player injury, referee time out, running clock continues and there is no shot clock limit.

4. During last 2 minutes of game, if the score difference is within 10 points then dead ball results in stop clock.

5. Halftime breaks are 3 minutes and quarter breaks are 1 minute.

6. Two timeouts are permitted during each half game. Each timeout is 1 minute.

7. Full court press is not allowed in girl’s games and elementary school games.

8. During each half game, if a team exceeds 6 faults, opponent team will allow shoot 1 and 1 on the 7th, 8th, and 9th foul, and 2 shots on every foul after the 10th foul.

9. Five (5) foul out per player. 

· Player fouled in the act of shooting gets two (2) free throws.

10. If the game is tied at the end of regulation time, there will be 3 minutes overtime with the clock stopped on all dead balls. One time out is given per each overtime. If the game is tied at the end of first overtime, a sudden dead period will be played. The first team scoring points will be the winner.

11. Three (3) Points rule apply if there is three-point line.

12. All game rules are based on NFHS basketball game guidelines.

P.S. Scorekeeper: Each team must have 1 representative at the score’s table during the game to act as a scorekeeper.
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
